BACKGROUND

The use and management of the Mogumber Reserve has been subject to
ongoing concerns from members of the community and various groups over
recent years.

COMMENT

The Shire received a letter from Birdlife WA on the 25" October 2016
expressing concerns regarding clearing and disturbance to Carnaby Cockatoo
nesting sites on the Mogumber Reserve.

Birdlife WA made fourspecific (4) requests to Council:-

1/. A cessation ofactivities likely to disturb birds for the remainder of the
breeding season,

2/. Breeding trees and artificial hollows be cordoned off during the current
breeding season with a buffer zone of least 10m.

3/. No more clearing be allowed at this site due to its significance to
Carnaby’s,

4/. Future plans be put in place to expand the fencing of remnant vegetation in
the reserve. Birdlife would be happy to assist with this work and may be able
to secure funding for this purpose.
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Council administration has obtained legal advice regarding the requests from
Birdlife WA and the obligations under the EPBC Act. In summary the legal
advice is that Council should adopt a conservative approach with regard to
ongoing activities at the Mogumber Reserve.

National Roads Congress — Toowoomba (report as follows)

Works Mngr David Holland, Cr Kelly & myself went on the organised tour of the
Second Range Crossing - a $1.6b project to cut a new hwy through the great divide.
On completion it will bypass the city, & free up the roads by 4000 trips for heavy
haulage vehicles per month. It includes a 5.6 km tunnel, & several bridges over
existing busy highways, & the Toowoomba / Brisbane rail connection.

The road base is sourced by removing the top 600 ml - 800 ml of clay to expose a
suitable compactable gravel.

More details can be viewed in the info pamphlets that were provided.

We were then given a tour of the new Wagner /Welicamp Airport - the 1st privately
owned & constructed airfield capable of handling 747's. Wagner Bros are major
engineering/ earthworks contractors in Qld, & owners of the infrastructure. All the
material for the project was sourced on site of some 850 ha.

Produce is already being exported internationally from the area.

— Page 7 -
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After lunch at the Toowoomba Showgrounds the heavy vehicle demo was on
display, ranging from the popular 6 wheel p/m plus 6 wheel dog, to the road trains / A
trailer B double combination.

Also there were rear steer trailers, inc one that extended to transport the 50 m
blades of the wind generator towers that are a big provider of energy to Northern
Qld.

The Dept of Defence attended as well & showed us their 8 WD, twin steer ,container
truck, that could self load/ unload 20 ' containers.

Also present were The National Heavy Vehicle Regulator staff, who explained how
they wanted all states to conform with the same regulations to simplify & standardise
the road transport system across the country.

Thursday 10/1

Mayor of Toowoomba, Paul Antonio, gave all delegates a very warm welcome &
followed with a brief history of the city, steeped in tradition & bold with ambition. His
full address can be read in the provided pamphlet.

Opening address was given by the newly elected ALGA president David O'Loughlin
from SA, mayor of Cossack. He thanked retiring president Troy Pickard for the 2
years of hard work with ALGA especially coordinating meetings with the regional
group's committees.

Also remarked how much that technology had transformed both road & rail transport
in the last decade, (& made reference to rear wheel trailer steering).

Keynote Address

Martin Matthews ,former CEO of Ministry of Transport in NZ gave the keynote
address & predicted major changes in transport . This including pods of GPS
controlled semi trailers on the highways, commercial, driverless vehicles - travelling
on prescribed routes to enhance economic viability.

Also thought the idea of large HD airships could be used for loading/ unloading cargo
from ships anchored off shore, although | believe that could be quite a way off.

All speakers & panelists were pursuing the idea that councils form groups &
partnerships to make for stronger lobbying of govt depts for funding, which isn't new
to us anyway.

Govt Address

This was given by Minister for Transport & Infrastructure Darren Chester. He spoke
on need for investment in better roads for the regions, as opposed to the
metropolitan areas - the city vote is very powerful.

Encouraged councils to combine & form regions to present stronger cases for
improved funding.

—— Page8 —— -
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He spoke of road trauma, crashes, & fatalities, 1200 people would not be home for
Xmas this year, which just isn't acceptable.

Govt providing $500 m to black spot funding, & more monies for infrastructure.

Cr Kelly was quick off the mark on the completion of the ministers address to
approach him & invite him to our Shire. We had a 3 or 4 minutes chat with him re
the Aglime route. He assured us he would endeavour to accept the invitation to visit
New Norcia on his next trip to WA & take in part of the road tour to view problems.

Shadow Minister Albonese took his turn on stage & reiterated roughly what had been
said, as well as some of his personal history ( working class background & his want
to help the underdog ).

Cr Kelly was again quick on his feet (one of only 4 delegates to have a quick chat,) &
also invited him to our Shire.

The remaining speakers basically explained that forming partnerships & lobby
groups would be beneficial to highlight funding requirements.

Dr Andrew Higgins, scientist from Transport Network Strategic Investment Tool
(TraNSIT) gave us a lot of facts & figures on economies, planning, investments into
infrastructure etc. Collating data into a spread sheet & converting that data into
tangible infrastructure is the more difficult side of the equation.

The remaining speakers were from - Austroads , David Bobberman who spoke on
road safety & Angus Draheim's talk was about Austroads data harmonisation or
basically coordinating all available data.

The final panel session talked about the National Supply Chain Strategy or in
simpler terms how to transport the product from the farm, mine or borehole to its final
destination in the market , in the most economic & logistical method.
